Using the Idaho Ballot Marking Device
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	The ballot marking device marks a paper ballot with selections for voters who are visually impaired, have a disability, or the elderly.
No votes are stored in the machine. The ballot marking device only marks a ballot. Ballots are counted by the Election Board.


You may ask for assistance at any time from a poll worker or a person of your choice.
There are three ways to enter selections on the ballot marking device.
· The Touch Screen

· The Keypad with Braille abbreviations
· The Sip-N-Puff – A personal ADA Device

USING THE TOUCH SCREEN

Use the RIGHT arrow to move to next ballot page.

Use the LEFT arrow to move back a ballot page.

Touch the name or issue you wish to select.

Touch the name or issue again to de-select your choice.

Press the MORE bar if not all choices are displayed on the screen.

At the end of the ballot press MARK BALLOT to vote.
USING THE BRAILLE KEYPAD
Use the RIGHT arrow key to move to next ballot page.

Use the LEFT arrow key to move back a ballot page.

Use the DOWN and UP arrow keys to move on the ballot page.

Use the SQUARE button to select a name or issue.

Press the SQUARE button again to de-select your choice.

At the end of the ballot select MARK BALLOT to vote.

MAKING THINGS EASIER TO SEE

Zoom In/Out makes the text on the screen appear larger. Press ZOOM IN/OUT once to enlarge text, press again to return smaller text.

Press HIGH CONTRAST and the background becomes black and text becomes white. Press again to return to black text on white background.

MAKING THINGS EASIER TO HEAR
When listening to the ballot through the headphones.
Press REPEAT on the keypad to repeat the text just read.
Press on the right side of the TEMPO button to speed up the audio or the left side of the TEMPO button to slow down the audio.
Press on the right side of the VOLUME button to increase the volume or the left side of the VOLUME to decrease the volume.
If you are not using the screen, you may use the SCREEN button to turn off the screen. You will still hear all options through your headphones. Touch the button once to turn off the screen, touch it again to turn the display back on.

USING THE ACCESSIBLE BALLOT MARKING DEVICE

1.
When the Touch Screen Monitor displays Please Insert Your Ballot or the audio voice instructs you to Please Insert Your Ballot, feed the blank ballot slowly into the ballot feed tray.

2.
Read or listen to the instructions for voting on the Voting Instructions Screen, then press NEXT.

3.
The Contest Screen displays the first office listed on the ballot and is read for your consideration. Select either the candidate name or the oval next to their name to indicate your selection. Your selection displays a filled in oval next to the name of your choice. To de-select your choice, press the name or issue again.

4.
Press NEXT to move to the next ballot page and repeat the process until you consider all contests and questions.

5.
The Summary Screen appears when you have considered all contests and questions for your ballot. Review this screen to confirm your selections. Note: No selections have been marked on your ballot at this point.
6.
To change any selection

a.
Press the contest or question you wish to change on the Summary Screen.

b.
Touch your original selection to de-select your choice.

c.
Touch your new response and press NEXT to return to the Summary Screen.

7.
Press NEXT when the selections are correct.

8.
Press Mark Ballot on the Mark Ballot Selection Screen to print your selections onto the ballot.

9.
When the screen displays Remove Ballot, remove your ballot from the Ballot Feed Tray.

10.
Submit your marked ballot to the ballot box for tabulation or follow instructions for verification.
TO WRITE IN A CANDIDATE

1.
Under the Contest screen, select Write-In
2.
On the Write-In screen, type the name of your write-in. If using the Keypad, use the UP and DOWN arrows to hear each letter read. Once you hear the letter you want, press SELECT.

3.
Confirm your write-in on the top of the write-in screen. Press OK. If using the keypad, press the RIGHT Arrow Key to accept your Write-In and move to the next ballot page.
Note: Press the CANCEL button on the screen or the LEFT Arrow on the Keypad to close the write-in screen without entering a candidate.

VERIFYING YOUR BALLOT
After It Is Marked
The ballot marking device allows the voter to re-insert a marked ballot to verify their selections. 
Note: No changes can be made during verification. The voter will only be able to view and hear the summary screen. If you want to make changes, please ask for a new ballot and begin the voting process again.

1.
Insert your marked ballot into the ballot feed tray.
Note: An Instruction screen is displayed. You may also listen to instructions on how to verify your votes.

2.
Press NEXT on the screen or the RIGHT arrow on the keypad to 
go to the Verification Summary screen.

3.
Review the selections that are marked on your ballot.

4.
When done reviewing your selections, press EXIT.

5.
When the screen displays Remove Ballot, remove your ballot.

6.
Deposit your marked ballot in the ballot box or, if you wish to make changes, ask for a new ballot.
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
